The class levels correspond to your child’s grade level at their regular school.

- this class is for students who are currently attending kindergarten at
either junior or senior kindergarten level
Level 1 - Grade 1 and Grade 2 Level 2 - Grade 3 and Grade 4
Level 3 - Grades 5, 6, and 7 Level 4 - Grades 8 and up

Rules and Responsibilities

Parents are not allowed to sit in the classroom; however parents of children in the
Rookies and Level 1 classes are requested to stay in the building during Pathshala
sessions.

To ensure maximum learning, full attendance is expected. Pathshala teachers spend
considerable time to prepare for the classes; students’ absence disrupts the planned
curriculum for the entire class and especially for your child. Please email your
child’s teacher in advance (not Rameshbhai Varia), if you know in advance that
your child will be absent.

Please
ensure that your child is in class/choir on time. Students who are late disturb the
class and effect their learning since make up time or assignments will not be
available.
